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Introduction:

In 7/6/1967 AD, The Israeli Institute occupied the east of Jerusalem and the blessed Agsa
Mosque. Thus, resuming its occupation of Jerusalem City, by taking another step to
achieve one of the Zionist project goals, which is to turn the blessed Agsa Mosque into a
target point and to fulfill the final goal, which is to build the false Temple on the account
of the blessed Agsa Mosque. It is a target that Ben Gurion mentioned by saying: "Israel is
worthless without Jerusalem, and Jerusalem is worthless without the Temple". Forty two
years has passed on, and the Israeli hand of destruction and judaizing, works day and
night to fulfill this statement or the clear-steps Zionist project. The Israeli Institute has
followed this policy, but today this institute accelerates its actions with time, and takes
harder steps in order to achieve its dark vision. Therefore, the Israeli Institute started
these days with surrounding the blessed Agsa Mosque from its for corners with tens of
Jewish Synagogues that are clear to the eye, and other Synagogues under the name of
"Yeshivot", which are a kind of religion schools that outreach with the categories of
children and youth. As for later age categories, these schools devote Talmudic thoughts
in their minds, thoughts that focus in their teachings on targeting Jerusalem first, then
targeting al-Agsa Mosque. This is the situation in all of the neighborhoods of the Old
City of Jerusalem, that are close to western side of al-Agsa Mosque, at al-Wad street
which connects the Damascus Gate at north with the Gate of Chain at south, in addition
to Jerusalem's neighborhoods at west towards Jaffa Gate, and towards the east, the
neighborhoods that are located between Lions' Gate, Herod's Gate and Damascus Gate.
The plot is the same, even if the locations differ: Expelling the Arab from his house or
market, strangers inhabit the place; they put tables and chairs, the Torah ark, and some
guides and rabbis. Later on, they expel those who live in the near-side places, willingly or
forcibly in most cases. Thus, the place turns into a Jewish settlement point that keeps
growing wider day by day... 42 years of moral, material and human support... by the
Jewish organizations and the official Israeli Institute.

Through those Synagogues and "Yeshivot", along with the settlement points spreading
around al-Agsa Mosque inside the Old City of Jerusalem and around its walls, they
started to come nearer and nearer to the blessed Agsa Msoque's Sanctuary. Therefore,
such Synagogues and what is like, are considered to be launching points to immanent
attack over al-Agsa Mosque; not mentioning the turning of those Synagogues into a
compressing points that leads to, and create better ambience for them to build the false
Temple on the account of the blessed Agsa Mosque.

In this appendix booklet of the documentary film "Synagogues.. Surrounding al-Agsa",
we present the names, locations, backgrounds and targets of these Synagogues and
"Yeshivot". Also, we attach a map which locates the places of these Synagogues and the
extent of their closeness and surrounding to the blessed Agsa Mosque. Undoubtedly, this
booklet, through what it contains of information and pictures, reflects a true reality and
image of another link of the series of Israeli Institute violations against the blessed Agsa
Mosque, and indicates to the risk represented by the Israeli Institute and its administrative
hands against the blessed Agqsa Mosque.

May this be a cry-out for the entire Islamic, Arabic and Palestinian present, and for all
those who have a sense of honor in this world, so that they may take a step and rescue the
blessed Agsa Mosque and the Holy City of Jerusalem.
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Preface:

The blessed Agsa Mosque was built on the Jerusalem rock. With the birth of the history
of mankind, and after forty years of building the Holy Kaaba, near the hill of al-Dahour
in Silwan, the first Jerusalem — Yabus, the Arabic city that goes back to more than six
thousands years, was built. It was the night of Isra and Mi'raj in which God's Messenger
—Peace be Upon him- tied the Buraq riding-animal to the Western Wall of the blessed
Agsa Mosque, and entered through the Zion Gate to head the prayer of prophets and
messengers as Imam. Ever since, the first Qibla has been connected with the last one.
Several years later, Umar ibn al-Khattab entered Jerusalem as a praising-God conqueror,
the voice of Adhan striking in al-Agsa Mosque. The city and its Agsa Mosque was
decorated with an Islamic doctrine and worshipping and, later on, with an Islamic culture
and buildings that kept on having pride for over thirteen centuries. Regardless to the
crusaders' ruling for tens of years, Saladin freed the city with his Moroccan soldiers who
inhabited near to al-Buraqg Mosque and built a neighborhood which was named after
them in the south-west corner of al-Agsa.

And in a hard day, Jerusalem fell under the Zionist occupation. The hands of violation
and the axes of destruction have acted to demolish buildings, houses and Mosques in the
Moroccan Quarter, that go back to ten centuries, and to wipe these building out, expel
their inhabitants, and the Chief Rabbi blows in his horn celebrating the day the Torah was
descended, and falsely declares about the false Temple and the large Synagogue near al-
Buraqg Wall. The voice of Allah Akbar in al-Agsa Mosque mixes with the sound of]
gunpowder, flutes and the priesthood dances, along with the bulldozer's hits. Thus, the
series of surrounding al-Aqsa Mosque with Jewish Synagogues has begun.
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1- Turning al-Buraq Wall and Square into a Large Jewish Synagogue:
Several hours after occupying Eastern Jerusalem and al-Agsa Mosque, al-Buraq
Wall was under control; it is a part of the blessed Agsa Mosque and a part of its
Western Wall. al-Buraq Wall is located on the west-south side of the blessed Agsa
Mosque. The Jewish and Talmudic religious rituals were directly held, and
instantly, the Moroccan Quarter was demolished, to be turned into a wide square.
Ever since that day, the Israeli Institute has falsely claimed that al-Buraq Square
and Wall are a popular Jewish Synagogue. The books of Torah were fixed there,
and the Jews blew in the horn. The big Jewish and Talmudic religious parties were
held, and the square became divided into tow sides: one is for men and the other is
for women. al-Buraq Wall and Square became one of the most targeted Islamic
sites, and face the threat of judaizing. Furthermore, the Israeli Institute falsely
considered it a remnant of the false Second Temple. Over 42 years, the Israeli

Institute has made many changings in order to cover this great Islamic landmark.

2- Turning the Tankaziya School's Basement into a Jewish Synagogue:

To the left of al-Buraq Wall, a little towards the north, and within the walls of the
blessed Agsa Mosque and its Western Wall, The Tankaziya School is located. It is
a building that goes back to the Mamluk era, and was known for being the building
of the Islamic Law Court before the Israeli occupation. The occupational Israeli
Institute put its hands on the Tankaziya School two years after the occupation, and
turned some of its buildings into a military center for the "Israeli Border Police"
force, while turning the basement, which is a storey that is connected with al-Buraq
Square, into a Jewish Synagogue with an entrance from al-Buraq Square. In 2005
AD, this Synagogue was officially opened with the participation of the former
president Moshe Katsav. The mentioned Synagogue is a Synagogue for men and
another is for women. It is very wide and tall, and usually crowded. It is worth
mentioning that this Synagogue was built inside a remarkable Ottoman building,

and "Chief" religious and political leaders from the Israeli Institute pray there.
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3- Turning the Tankaziya School's Chapel into a Jewish Synagogue:

Sheikh Raed Salah — Leader of the Islamic Movement in the Palestinian Interior -
reveals in a press conference that was held on 12/10/2008 AD, that the Israeli
Institute had turned the Tankaziya Scool's Chapel into a Jewish Synagogue, and
turned the Sanctuary into a place for garbage. The Chapel is a part of the blessed
Agsa Mosque, and is located on the middle of Tankaziya School; it's entrance is on

the outside of the Gate of Chain, one of the blessed Agsa Mosque's Gates.
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4- The "Or Yeroshalayem' Synagogue — "Jerusalem's Light"

A Plan to build the largest Jewish Synagogue on the Tankaziya School's roof
and turning it into a Jewish Synagogue:

Sheikh Raed Salah, in a press conference that was held in Istanbul / Turkey, and
through the events of "The Jerusalem International Conference", on 16/11/2007
AD, revealed a planning Hebrew booklet, which is considered to be the widest and
most comprehensive plan to judaize al-Agsa Mosque, its integral and near
surroundings. The plan held the name of "Kedem Yeroushalayim" — Jerusalem
First. Among the plans mentioned in this booklet was to build the largest Jewish
Synagogue in the world on the account of the Tankaziya School and on its roof.
Thus, one of its doors and main entrance would be inside the blessed Agsa Mosque.
This is one location among four locations that the Israeli Supreme Rabbinate has

chosen to build the Jewish Synagogue inside al-Agsa Mosque.
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5- "Convoy of Generations'':

We would like to emphasize that the Israeli Institute, after the occupation in 1967
AD, has launched wide excavations from al-Buraq Wall and under the Sanctuary of
al-Agsa Mosque. One of these excavations took the length of 491 metes along the
Western Wall of al-Agsa Mosque, linking between the south and north corners of
al-Agsa Mosque. They drilled the tunnel known as the Western Tunnel for more
than twenty years. It's buildings are Ummayad, Ayyubid, Mamluk, Ottoman and
some belongs to the Crusade era. In this tunnel they built many Jewish Synagogues

and Judaizing places, all in the benefit of building the false Temple. One of these
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places is what is called as Convoy of Generations, which is located underneath al-

Agsa Mosque Wall near al-Buraq Wall and Square.

The building of this Jewish site goes back to a Hebrew-Jewish history "complex"
that their history existed in Jerusalem only for uncounted years in the glorious
history of this city. This complex made the Israeli Institute build various museums,
dress them with a halo of beauty and falsely decorate them with myths of the First,
Second and Third Temples; As if there is a history for the Jewish Hebraic people,
that kept on going for three thousands year; In addition to the heroic tales and
challenges from the age of the founders to the Israelite Tribes and Exodus... until
this day, and today's Hebraic generation is but a complementary generation to this
history and a fulfillment of a false divine promise of building the false Third
Temple. This is the content of seven pictures or stations that were established in a
gleaner under al-Agsa Mosque Sanctuary, attached to the Dung Gate and to al-
Buraq Square, and to the surroundings of al-Agsa Mosque. It could be entered
through West Tunnel entrance — i.e. al-Buraq Tunnel, called the Convoy of
Generations. It is based on mosaic craving and on effects of light and smoke. It is
more like a historical temple that tries to convince the Hebraic personality that they
have the one and only right in Jerusalem, it's streets and alleys, and that there are
no "other" but under the name of "Goyim - Slaves". Furthermore, this

museum/temple tries to link the Hebraic history with the existence of the false
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6- "The Temple's Model" at the Western Tunnel's Entrance:

At the entrance of the West Tunnel, a large hall with chairs was dedicated, in which
a model of the false Temple is presented; a Temple that is built on the place of the
Dome of the Rock. All visitors are entered into this hall, where they present

demonstrations that are —least to say- a collection of Talmudic lies and myths.
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7- "The Temple's Purigations'':
In a wide space and within the western entrance of the West Tunnel, another

Judaizing site was opened on 2008 AD, one which they claim to be a remnant of

the "purgatories" that belong to the false Temple.
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8- In Front of the Dome of the Rock: '"Rabbi Gates" Group of Jewish
Synagogues, or Synagogues before '""The Sanctum'':

In front of the Dome of the Rock Mosque, and inside the Western Tunnel within
the Western Wall of al-Agsa Mosque, and inside an Ottoman building, at 97 meters
far from the Dome of the Rock center, a group of Synagogues have been built on
the name of Rabbi Yehuda Meir Gates. It is a place that they falsely believe to be
the closest to the Sanctum of the false Temple. "Sanctum" is the name they use to
call one of the false Temple's wings on the place of the Honorable Dome of the
Rock. They named it "Rabbi Gates" Synagogue. Near this Synagogue there is a
corner for women for Troah praying, and another corner for the public. Sometimes
they use the lower floor as an extra Synagogue. Also, there are four Synagogues
that are close to each other, they reconstruct them and increase their size nearly
every year. In addition, they plan today to drill within the frames of the Western
Wall of the blessed Agsa Mosque for eight meters, in order to build a large
Synagogue where Jews gather to pray and read Talmud.
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This Synagogue has a door and an outlet that enters to the buildings under the
blessed Agsa Mosque. Through this outlet, the Israeli excavations have penetrated
the borders of al-Agsa Mosque for tens of meters in the direction of Dome of the
Rock. The Wagqf Department revealed the order in 1982 AD and covered the well

near the Qaitbay street with hard concrete; it is the area where the Israeli

excavations have reached out back then.
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9- The "Ohel Yitzhak" Synagogue — Built Over Hammam al-Ein Wagqf:
Located at the farthest of al-Wad street, 50 meters far towards the west of the
blessed Agsa Mosque. It was built on an Islamic waqf land called Hammam al-Ein
Wagqf, in addition to the stopping of the work of the plantation and the Zorba and
Khaldiya families.

The Ateret Cohanim settlement organization has taken over the Islamic waqf land,
and built this Synagogue with the support of settlement organizations and rich
American Jews. This Synagogue has two floors, a large hall with Torah; the
Synagogue includes teaching classrooms, and on top of the building there is a big
and high dome. It has been said that the high domed building is there to cover or
affect that building and scenery of the remarkable and distinguished Dome of the
Rock from every side of Jerusalem city. The synagogue was officially opened on

12/10/2008 AD.
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The lower part of the Synagogue is connected with a net of excavations and tunnels
that reach to the al-Mathara Gate within the borders of al-Agsa Mosque and its
Western Wall. Also, this Synagogue is connected with a 200-meter tunnel that

reach to al-Buraq Wall and Square.
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10-Turning a Part of the Kurdish Bond into a Synagogue Under the Name of
""Hakotel Hakatan''
This is an Islamic site named the Kurdish Bond. It is an Islamic waqf and is
considered to be a part of the Western Wall of the blessed Agsa Mosque. It is
located near the Iron Gate — one of the blessed Aqsa Mosque's gates. However, the
Israeli Institute controls a part of it, and some Jewish groups, including Ateret
Cohanim, practice religious and Talmudic rituals resemble that at al-Buraq Wall,
claiming that this is Hakotel Hakatan —The Small Wailing Wall. The Jewish
groups, along with the Israeli Institute consider it to be a Jewish Synagogue and

that it is the second closest place to the Sanctum — as they say.
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11-The "Ohel Benzion" Synagogue:
Located on the way that enters from al-Wad street to the Iron Gate — one of the blessed

Agsa Mosque's gates-, ten meters far towards the west side of al-Agsa Mosque.
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12-"Igud Lohami Yerushalayem'" Synagogue — The Synagogue of Jerusalem
Fighters Union:

Al-Wad Street is located on the west side of the blessed Aqsa Mosque, ten meters

(about 60 meters air line) from al-Nazer Gate — one of al-Agsa Mosque's gates-,

near to the charity library.

This Synagogue belongs to the Ateret Cohanim organization, and has settlement

points and another Jewish religious school.
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13- The Synagogue of "Yeshivat Atreet Kohanim'" or "Atreet Yerushalayem"
We would like to mention here that the Yeshivot is a kind of religious schools that
outreach with categories of children and young people and what is left of other age
categories. It devotes their minds to Talmudic thoughts, and their teachings are
focused on targeting Jerusalem first, and then al-Agsa Mosuge. Terminologically,
we might call them Religious Schools, and every Yeshiva is a Jewish Synagogue in
every sense of the word.

Yeshivat Ateret Cohanim or Yeshivat Torat Chaim or Yeshivat Ateret
Yerushalayim, are names of the same site or Synagogue which is located under a
joint building with the "Igud Lochami Yerushalayim" Synagogue. This building
belongs to the Ateret Cohanim organization which is a very active organization in

settling, Judaizing and taking over the Jerusalemite real estates within the Old City.
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It has hundreds of student followers, despite their different ages. The organization
joins in its institutions Talmudic and military teachings, and has a branch for
military planning in the Old City before the Ohel Yetzhak Synagogue. The Ateret
Cohanim is also an active organization in its actual supporting to the actions of the
Israeli excavations and the building of Jewish Synagogues in the Old City of
Jerusalem, such as the Ohel Yetzhak Synagogue.
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14- Yeshivat Chazon Yechezkel:
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15- A Synagogue at "Beit Wittenburg'':

"Beit Wittenburg" is a collection of Islamic buildings and real estates that are
located at the entrance of the Old City near the Damascus Gate at the meeting of
........... , the Jewish groups have taken over this collection, and Ariel Sharon, the
Israeli Prime Minister, bought an apartment in that collection, and he resided there
in several occasions; two years ago he delivered this apartment to the Ateret
Cohanim that will use it as an active Jewish Synagogue, especially on the Jewish

religious occasions.
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16- A Plan for Building a Jewish Synagogue at Burj al-Laqlaq — East:

Burj al-Laglaq is a residential quarter in Jerusalem within the Hatta neighborhood.
It is located at the east-northern side from the inside of the Old City walls, between
al-Zahera Gate —one of the Old City's gates- and the Hatta Gate —one of the blessed
Agsa Mosque's gates. It is the area that includes al-Agsa Mosque from the east-
northern side, and there is a ready plan by the Israeli Institute to surround al-Agsa
Mosque from this side also, by building settlement points on waqf lands and real
estates that belong to Jerusalemites, in addition to the building of 35 apartments

and a Jewish Synagogue and bringing 1000 settlers.
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17-"Yeshivat Aderet Eliyahu'" Synagogue — "Gelitza Square'':

Gelitza Square — is a collection of Jerusalemite buildings and a real estate in the
middle of Khan el-Zait market in the old midtown of Jerusalem, at the western side
of the blessed Agsa Mosque. Jewish groups have taken over it and turned some of
its buildings into a Synagogue and a Yeshiva under the name of "Yeshivat aderet

Eliyahu", as well as another synagogue with an anonymous name.
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18— "Yeshivat Torat Hakohanim'':
This Synagogue is located on A'okbat al-Khaldyia street, western of al-Agsa
Mosque. It has been built in order to teach the teachings of the false Temple,

and 1s attributed to the "Rabbi Cock".
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19-"Yeshivat Shuvu Banim'" Synagogue:

Located on the western side of the blessed Agsa Msoque, not far from al-Wad
street and al-Buraq Wall. It’s a multi-room and hall building, wide and very high. It
also has a direct view over the blessed Aqsa Mosque. This Synagogue was built on
an Islamic real estate after taking control over it with force by the Jewish groups in
1980 AD. This building has many names: "Yeshivat Chayei Haolam", " Yeshivat
Nacht Zion", and it is best known as "Yeshivat Shuvu Banim" which means "Come
Back Sons".

This Yeshiva is very active and has hundreds of students, along with other
"Yeshivot" such as "Yeshivat Talmud Hatorah", and some of the religious
kindergartens. One of its core teachings is that it encourages the confusion over al-

Burag Wall as being a part of the false Temple. It also supports holding the
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religious and Talmudic rituals of al-Buraq Wall, or what they falsely call the
Wailing Wall, for those who seek another name, groups or individuals, by actually
being there or via the e-mail. Yeshivat Shuvu Banim also organizes donating
collection campaigns to build the Jewish Synagogue within the Old City of
Jerusalem.

The Yeshivat Shuvu Banim Synagogue is affiliated to the Jewish stream named
Breslev. In 2005 AD, some of its members were arrested for the felony of planning
to bomb the Honorable Dome of the Rock out by launching a "Lau" missile from
the Yeshiva roof. It has been said that some of the members of this terrorist cell had
been gathering in the Synagogue of Shimon Hatzadik that is located on the Sheikh
Jarrah neighborhood in Jerusalem. Based on the Israeli press sources, the Israeli

Institute supports this Yeshiva with millions of Shekels.
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20-Rand Square:
A residential building; Students from the Ateret Cohanim religious school reside in

the upper floor.
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21- "Yeshivat Ptechacho Yerushalayim'" Synagogue:
This Synagogue is located on al-Sharaf neighborhood, close to the "Temple

Institute".
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22- "Hamograbim Synagogue' — The Moroccan Synagogue:
This Synagogue is located on the Chain Gate street, western of al-Agsa
Mosque.
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23-"Menachem Zion" Synagogue — al-Sharaf Neighborhood:

Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood near to the Small Omarite Mosque
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24-"The Ramban'" Synagogue - al-Sharaf Neighborhood:

Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood near to the Small Omarite Mosque.
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25- "Hahorba" Synagogue — The Largest and Topmost Domed Synagogue in
the Old City:

Jerusalem, inside the historical walls of Suleiman the Magnificent and the container of
al-Agsa Mosque: man and building, has not been safe from the Judaizing hands that is
based on the Colonialism ideology, exclusion and occupation, Talmudic rabbinate,
even if it has been called with religious backgrounds. On the area of 133 dunams, al-
Sharaf neighborhood lies. It is attached to the Moroccan Quarter and to the Gate of the

Chain neighborhood at north, to the Old City's wall at south, to the city's markets at
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west; the entire quarter fell in the hands of the Israeli occupation, and its three
thousands residents were expelled; This quarter has a direct view over al-Aqsa
Mosque. Several days after the occupation, the Israeli Institute took over hundreds of
Islamic real estates in it. It demolished some of the estates and kept the others in order
to turn tens of them into Jewish Synagogues that are clear to the eye, and other
Synagogues under the name of "Yeshivot", which are more like religious schools that
outreach with the categories of children and young people. As for later age categories,
these schools devote the Talmudic thoughts in their minds, thoughts that focus in their
teachings on targeting Jerusalem first, then targeting al-Agsa Mosque.

Hahorba Synagogue is one of the largest that has one of the highest domes. This
synagogue is located on the middle of the expropriated al-Sharaf neighborhood, where
an entire settling neighborhood was built on the account of the expropriated
Jerusalemite houses. The Israeli Institute falsely calls it “The Jewish Quarter”.
Hahorba Synagogue is considered to be on of the largest and highest-domed
Synagogues to be built in the Old City of Jerusalem. It was built on the account of
Abdullah Ben Omar Mosque “The Small Omarite Mosque” — it is a closed Mosque in
which Adhan or reconstructions are not allowed. This Synagogue was built on the
account of Islamic buildings that belong to the Jerusalemites and to the Islamic waqf;
and due to its large shape, some of the Israeli circles call it The Small Temple.
Moreover, such circles do not hide it from the Israeli official sides that the aim of a
building such a Synagogue is to disturb the general view of al-Agsa Mosque,
especially the view of the Honorable Dome of the Rock. According to the available

information, the workings in this Synagogue are very fast, and soon it will be opened.
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26- "Chabad Synagogue" or ""Tzemach Hatzadik Synagogue'':

Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood next to the Small Omarite Mosque.
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27- "Or Chaim" Synagogue:
Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood within a building used as a Jewish museum,

under the name of “The Burnt House Museum”
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28- '"Harry Hakadosh" Synagogue:
Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood within a building used as a Jewish museum,

under the name of “The Burnt House Museum”

29- '"Hakirya" Synagogue - al-Sharaf Neighborhood:
Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood and belongs to the “Hakiryim” sect.
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30- '"Beit EI" Synagogue - al-Sharaf Neighborhood:

Located in al-Sharaf neighborhood in front of the Small Omarite Mosque. It is also

called “Yeshivat Hamekubalim”.
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31- "The Four Sephardic Synagogues'':
A large building that contains four active Jewish Synagogues that belong to the
Spharadic sect. It is located near the Old City’s walls from the inside of the
western-southern side towards the western-northern side, and near to the Zion
Gate. The four Synagogues are:

- Yochanan ben Zakai Synagogue.

- The Istanbul Synagogue.

- Eliyahu Hanavi Synagogue.

- Haemtsaei Synagogue — the Middle.
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32-"Tiferet Yisrael" Synagogue:
This Synagogue is located in al-Sharaf neighborhood at the western side of the
blessed Agsa Mosque. It was built over the remaining of an Islamic Chapel, and

there 1s a comprehensive plan to build a huge Synagogue on the site.
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33- "Rani Institute" Synagogue:
This Synagogue is located on the middle of al-Sharaf neighborhood, and is

dedicated for women.
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34-"Yeshivat Etz Chaim" Synagogue:

Located ihn al-Sharaf neighborhood, and has a branch on western Jerusalem.
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35 — "Yeshivat Brachat Hatorah'" Synagogue:
The "Yeshivat Brachat Hatorah" Synagogue 1s located at the farthest side of al-

Sharaf neighborhood to the west.
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36- "Midrash Sefaradi'" Synagogue:
This Synagogue or what they call " Midrash Sefaradi" is located at the farthest

side of al-Sharaf neighborhood to the west.
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37- "The Temple Institute':

Located at the side of al-Sharaf neighborhood from the western side of the blessed
Agsa Mosque. It is an institute that practically prepares the rabbinate tools for the
false Temple. It also has ideological activities focused on accelerating the building
of the false Temple. This institute is considered to be a Synagogue in which

Talmudic rituals are held constantly, and it is active and very effective in breaking

into the blessed Agsa Mosque and holding Talmudic rituals in it.
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38- "Rachill Yanait Ben Tzvi" Center:
Located at al-Sharaf neighborhood side, close to the end of the Moroccan Quarter
that meets with the Chain street. This Institute is also specialized in Talmudic

teaching for women.
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39- "Yeshivat Talmud Torah":

Located at al-Sharaf neighborhood side, at the meeting of the Moroccan Quarter
with the Gate of Chain. It was built over Jerusalemite real estates that are very
close to the blessed Agsa Mosque. It also includes hundreds of Jewish students and

has two branches, one is for boys and the other is for girls.
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40- "Yeshivat Lentivot Yesrael — Chomot Yerushalayim'" Synagogue:
"Yeshivat Lentivot Yesrael" is located near the Christian neighborhood, was
built on 2002, became united with "Yeshivat Chomot Yerushalayim", and

linked to the "Rabbi Cook" followers.
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41-Turning the Prophet David Mosque into a Jewish Synagogue:
After the Israeli occupation of Eastern Jerusalem, the Prophet David Mosque that
is attached to the city Mosque’s wall and next to the Zion Gate, was turned into a

Jewish Synagogue with the name of “King David Tomb’s Synagogue™.
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42- "Hatfutzot Synagogue'':
Next to the Prophet David Mosque, in Al al-Dijani neighborhood where they took

over Islamic real estates and turned them into a Jewish Synagogue.
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43- "The Jewish Heritage'" Center - al-Sharaf Neighborhood:
Located at the farthest side of al-Sharaf neighborhood within the Old City’s walls,

from Zion Gate.
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44-'""Barsalou Synagogue" at Mahaseh Homes — or Home of Compassion:
A large building on the side of al-Sharaf neighborhood. It contains Jewish religious
schools that teach Talmud to children. It also contains a Synagogue with the name

of “Barsalou Synagogue™.
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45-"Yeshivat Hakotel" Synagogue:

A large bulding on the western side of the blessed Aqsa Mosque. It has several
floors, each floor with the area of several dunams. Moreover, it has a direct view
over the blessed Agsa Mosque, and this building joins between Talmudic teaching
and short-period military service. It was built directly after the occupation of 1967,

and has hundreds of followers from students and families.
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46- King David's Jewish Museum:
This museum is located on the western side of al-Aqsa Mosque, at the west of al-
Buraq Square in a place that has a view over al-Agsa Mosque. It was opened on
2008 AD to encourage the connection with al-Agsa Mosque’s site and the false

Temple.
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47-"Yeshivat Aish Torah" Synagogue — "Yeshivat the Torah Fire':
Located on the western side of al-Buraq Square, and has a direct view over the
blessed Agsa Mosque. It is active in giving lectures to the visitors of the Old City
of Jerusalem from different parts of the world. A camera was planted there facing

al-Buraq Wall and its Square, and it broadcasts the image live 24 hours a day.
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48-The Temple's Museum is front of al-Aqsa Mosque:

Steps are accelerating and the Judaizing projects increase. In a real estate from the
remaining of the Moroccan Quarter, and in a building of three floors, a “Yeshiva”
took place under the name of “Fire of the Torah”; and near a viewing area over al-
Agsa Mosque, the last touches and donations were made by Hollywood Actor
“Michael Douglas” and his father with 20 million dollars to build a museum in
which a model of the false Temple would be put. The work on this project is

currently on-going.
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49-"The So-called Temple Menora'"':
Two years ago, the so called “Temple Menora” was established in front of al-Agsa
Mosque, meter far from al-Buraq Square where the Menora has been inside al-
Sharaf neighborhood and then put it closer to the mentioned cite as a first step to
encourage and accelerate the building of the false Temple on the account of the

blessed Agsa Mosque.
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50- "Yeshivat Porat Yosef" Synagogue:

This Synagogue is located on the farthest side of al-Buraq Square west, at the
western side of the blessed Agsa Mosque, and is a large Synagogue that has a
direct view over the blessed Agsa Mosque. Also, a number of "Rabbis" have
graduated from this Synagogue, some who are very famous such as Rabbi

Ovadia Yosef
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51- A Plan for a "Jewish Heritage Building'" at al-Buraq Square:
It has been approved lately to build a collection of buildings with the area of
approximately 1000 m’ on al-Buraq Squares. Those buildings include a Talmudic
center under the name of Teaching Jewish Heritage. They also include offices to

some of the settling organizations in the Old City if Jerusalem.
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52 — "Yeshivat Ha'adra Raba — Nativ Arieh" Synagogue:
The "Yeshivat Ha'adra Raba" Synagogue is located meters far from al-Buraq
Wall, western of the blessed Agsa Mosuge. It was built directly after the Israeli
occuopation by the Israeli Army's Rabbi — Shlomo Goren. Lately, it was called

"Yeshivat Native Arieh".
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53-A Jewish Synagogue for Liberal Jews:

This Synagogue is located at the Western Wall of al-Agsa Mosque, over the right
side of the Dung Gate at the southern-western corner of the Western Wall of al-
Agsa Mosque. It was specifically built for “liberal” Jewish groups (Conservativim
and Reformim), who allow the mixing between men and women when holding the

religious rituals.
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54- A Plan for Building a Series of Jewish Synagogues, which Includes the
Spaces at the Dung Gate Road:

On 12/8/2008 AD, Sheik Raed Salah revealed an approved Israeli plan to build a

series of Jewish Synagogues, some for men and others for women, within the

spaces between the Islamic buildings of what is left of the Dung Gate road that was

demolished by the Israeli Institute during the years 2007-2008 AD.
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55- A Synagogue at the Southern Wall of al-Aqsa Mosque — The Barak Stairs
at the Triple Gate of al-Aqsa Mosque:

Ehud Barak, Prime Minister of the Israeli Government in 1999 AD, has opened a

site that has some stairs which were built on the southern side of al-Agsa Mosque;

it 1s attached to the closed Triple Gate, and Jews claim that they have found a

Jewish Synagogue in the place. Falsely, they call the Wall of the blessed Agsa

Mosque “Hakotel Hadromi — The Southern Wall” .
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56- The Settlement Points at the Old City of Jerusalem = Jewish Synagogues:

We would not exaggerate when we say that every settling point within the Old City
of Jerusalem is considered to be a Jewish Synagogue. The observation and
following up with the daily reality and the body of settling points and the
movement they produce, lead to the conclusion that every settling point within the
Old City of Jerusalem is considered to be a Jewish Synagogue, wither a big or a

small one.
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57-A Jewish Synagogue at Silwan Village — Some meters towards the West of
al-Aqsa Mosque:
On May 2008, The “Flad” organization — meaning to Eir David — to the the city of
David — which is the active organization in Judaizing, settling and excavating at
Silwan village, has made a plan to build a Jewish Synagogue that is tens of meters
only far from al-Agsa Mosque at the southern side. Obviously it aims to surround

al-Agsa Mosque with more Jewish Synagogues on the southern side.
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58-A Jewish Synagogue at Ras al-Amoud '"Ma'ale Haziteem' at the East-
South of al-Aqsa Mosque:
This Synagogue is located on the western side of al-Agsa Mosque within a settling
neighborhood called “Ma’ale David” on Mount Olive in Jerusalem.. It’s being built

currently in front of al-Agsa Mosque in a place that views the Mosque very clearly.
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59-Stations that Support the Surrounding of al-Aqsa Mosque:

In al-Agsa Mosque’s surroundings, and near the Old City of Jerusalem there are

stations that spread with different names. All are but Judaizing stations that

supports the imposing of settling Jewish belt near the blessed Agsa Mosque, some

of those stations are:

The “Tzidkiyahu cave” — Damascus Gate, northern side.

The large Jewish Cemetery on Mount Olive — Eastern side.

“Haa’or Chaim Tomb” — The eastern slopes near the blessed Agsa Mosque.
“Zachary Tomb” - The eastern slopes near the blessed Agsa Mosque.

“Yad Absalome Tomb” - The eastern slopes near the blessed Agsa Mosque.
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60-'"Yeshivat Beit Orot" Synagogue — Mount of Attur, East-South of al-Aqsa

Mosque:

This Synagogue or “Yeshiva” is located on Attur Mount at the eastern-southern side
of the blessed Agsa Mosque. It aims to connect the Jewish community with Jerusalem
as being the eternal capital of Israel. It also aims to intensify the settlement which
surrounds al-Agsa Mosque from the southern-eastern side, and widen the settlement
points on Olive Mount that has a clear and wide view over the blessed Aqsa Mosque.

This “Yeshiva” receives a support from an American Jewish rich man Yitzhak

Moskovitsh.
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61- Shimon Hatsadik Synagogue — Sheikh Jarrah Neighborhood:

This Synagogue is located in al-Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood, and was built on an
Islamic chapel and real estates that belong to Jerusalemite neighbors. The real
estate has been taken over by settling Jewish groups and have been turned it into a
Jewish Synagogue. Futhermore, this Synagogue is considered be a starting point
for settlement expanding in al-Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood, where residents of the

28 houses are threatened with evacuation and compulsory expulsion.
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We will meet soon. ..

What is left then... after surrounding al-Agsa Mosque from its four corners with tens
of Synagogues and Yeshivot, and hundreds of settling points and thousands of Jewish
settlers... barriers are made, and Jerusalemites are not allowed to make it to al-Agsa
Mosque... al-Agsa Mosque is even entirely excluded from its surroundings and its
connection with the West Bank by the racial Wall, streets and settlements of the belt.
Gaza people have been banned from reaching al-Agsa Mosque or going out of the
strip anyway.
What is left then in the hands of the occupation, what is left of targeting al-Agsa
Mosque and the unfinished accelerated plans that are mixed with paranoia... They
have nothing left to use... will the people of Jerusalem, the nation of the first Qibla
and the believers of the Isra and Mi'raj miracle accept the last of this destruction
force? Or is the nation of surprises and victories waiting for a new Saladin who will
appear very soon?! A Saladin who spreads justice and breaks the arrow of destruction

and wins for Jerusalem and its Agsa...?!!!
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
